OUTDOOR RECREATION

No matter what season you come, activities abound and you can enjoy them in sunshine or under starry 
skies. Local events are also within easy day trip range of Canyon River Ranch. A fly-fishing destination, other 
recreational activities include hiking and rafting; customized wine tours or simply sipping wine from the 
lodge balcony overlooking the vineyard; and golfing at award-winning courses. 

CANYON RIVER RANCH ACTIVITIES: 
Fly-fishing: Experience professionally guided fly-fishing trips on the Yakima, Klickitat, and Naches rivers and shop or
browse at Red’s Flyshop, the outfitter and retail shop conveniently located next to the lodge. As the largest fly-fishing 
outfitter in Washington, Red’s Flyshop provides year-round services to people from all over the world. You can also 
rent a  boat and gear at Red’s Flyshop to take on the Yakima River, Washington’s only blue-ribbon trout stream.

Swimming: Relax in the outdoor heated pool (seasonal use) and spa (year round). 

Hiking: Try the Vineyard hike, Umtanum Falls hike, or Big Horn Ridge hike, among others. 

Wine-sipping: Sip a local Syrah or enjoy wine-related events and lectures from world-renowned wine experts. 

Spa: Treat yourself to a massage, manicure, pedicure, facial or other spa service arranged in-suite at your request by 
Canyon River Ranch staff. 

Culinary classes: Experience unforgettable gourmet getaways featuring seasonal fare, prepared in the professionally 
equipped kitchen. 

Outdoor riverside campfire and picnic areas: Roast marshmallows or bring a snack and sit by the river at these 
scenic locations. 

Private boat launch and takeout: Access the Yakima River by raft or boat with ease. 

Horseback-riding: Take a guided horseback trip to enjoy pristine nearby mountain lakes. 

Upland bird hunting: Hunt on 15,000 acres of private lease adjacent to the lodge property. 

River-rafting: Float down the Yakima River canyon (19 miles of class 1 rapids).
Para Sailing: Call in advance for pricing and information.   

There are also two barbecues available at Canyon River Ranch for grilling enthusiasts.

LOCAL RECREATION: 
The area boasts four seasons of sunshine, with more than 300 starry nights a year. No matter what season you come, local 
events are within easy day trip range of Canyon River Ranch. Located between Cle Elum and Yakima and just south of 
Ellensburg, Canyon River Ranch offers convenient access to more than 40 wineries in the lower Yakima valley and some 
of the highest ranked golf courses in Washington. 

In winter, use Canyon River Ranch as your “base camp” as you glide down the slopes at Stevens Pass, The Summit at 
Snoqualmie, White Pass, or Mission Ridge. 

Spring is a great time for a hike in the Yakima River canyon. Viewing opportunities abound with desert flora and wildlife 
including bighorn sheep, deer, bald eagles, and many species of birds. Ellensburg hosts a wine festival and monthly art 
walk, too. 

During the late summer, local attractions include the Ellensburg rodeo and Kittitas County Fair. You can also enjoy your 
favorite summer concerts at The Gorge Amphitheatre, which is only 45 minutes from Canyon River Ranch. Fall brings 
Oktoberfest, and the Christmas Lighting Festival ushers in the holidays in the German-themed town of Leavenworth.

Located less than 1½ hours from Seattle, it’s a short drive to a wild and scenic location with stunning natural 
surroundings that you can enjoy all year round. Canyon River Ranch is 13 miles south of Ellensburg along SR 
821, an area known for its natural beauty and a diverse range of outdoor activities. 

Shuttle service is available from the Ellensburg or Yakima airports, which both accomodate private planes. 
Shuttle time is approximately 30 minutes from the airport to Canyon River Ranch.
